Detamiliarizing the Text

B Passages become “overfamiliar.”

B We think that we know, and do not observe.
B Make yourself “look again.”

D. Correlation: a Fourth Step

B “Correlation” means comparing passages.

B Correlation belongs between Interpretation
and Application.

B Correlation can distract from focus.
B But use 1t for broader view.

D. Correlation: a Fourth Step

B “Correlation” means examining how one
passage fits in with other passages on the
same topic or theme.

B Correlation 1s a fourth step inserted between
Interpretation and Application.

B If you wish to concentrate only on one
passage, Correlation can distract.

B But if your purposes are broader 1t may be
useful.
